Troubleshooting

Problem

Possible Cause

Solution

Light does not come on at

night when motion is detected.

No power is being delivered to the
fixture. Another light source is causing
the security light to think it is daylight.

Wiring inside electrical box came loose.

Adjust the Timer control settings. Check
that the circuit breaker and/or wall
switch power is on. Turn the power to
the fixture off and reconnect any loose
wiring. Turn off any surrounding lights.

Security light cycles ON
and OFF continuously.

Dusk-to-Dawn sensor is sensing
reflected light from the security light.

Change the position of the light head(s).

Aim the light away from reflecting surfaces.

Security light comes on for
no apparent reason at night.

Light is sensing motion
in the detection zone.

Adjust Sensitivity control to a
lower detection range.
